The Arkansas Department of Higher Education 

has new scholarship money available to students

who are pursuing teacher licensure in designated

subject areas and/or who agree to teach in public

schools in geographic areas with a critical shortage

of teachers.

The State Teacher Assistance Resource (STAR)

Program is designed to provide scholarships of

$3,000 per year for a recipient who agrees to 

teach in a public school located in a geographic

area of the state designated as having a critical

shortage of teachers or in a subject matter area

designated as having a critical shortage of

teachers. The award amount is $6,000 per year 

for the recipient who agrees to do both. 

Eligible students can receive up to $18,000 

in scholarship funds.

Subject matter areas with critical teacher 

shortages are Math, Science, Special Education

and Foreign Languages.

Students who graduated from teacher education

programs after April 2004 may be eligible for loan

repayment up to $6,000 for federal student loans 

if they meet similar criteria.
